Final exam
During you oral exam, you will be asked to speak for 20 mns. You will be given 20 mns to prepare. 

You have to provide a list of notions studied during year and a list of activities linked to the European section to the examiner.

I/ For the first half (10 mns) you will have to present a structured analysis of a written document provided to you 20 mns before. You really have to speak for 10 whole minutes on your own and without prompts from the teacher. Tip : have a watch in front of you. 

Providing a structured analysis requires :

1-an introduction quickly presenting the document, its origin (date, doc, writer)  as well as the main topic. In your introduction you should explain what issue is at stakes, what question is being raised  and how you are going to present that topic. 

2-a structured presentation should be divided in three parts : what – how -why. First present the topic, what you know about it. Explain the document by referring to it and analysing quotes or figures and numbers.  Then give scientific context, give a comment, explain what the origin of the problem is, why the problem is crucial. Finally, explain what it leads to wonder about, what the ethical issues are, what the future consequences could be, wonder about the possible effects, whether positive or negative…

3-a conclusion rounds off the issue and uses general knowledge to refer to cultural references to give context.

II/ In the second part of the exam you will be asked to talk about your experience of being part of the European section, why it was beneficial to you. And you also be asked about your future studies.

Getting ready 
To get ready for this exam you will study the main topics with your science teacher. In English you will create one oral presentation, one each in the year. 

This presentation will be on one of the three notions of biology studied this year. You can choose whatever topic you are interested in.

-You will create a power point presentation that you will present to the class. 5 mn presentation. 

-You present your document in 3 steps : what – how- why. What the topic is, give scientific elements, numbers quotes… Explain how it works, what the obstacles might be.. Then explain the ethical question at stake. Finish your presentation with a suggestion of 3 questions to be discussed in a free oral debate.

-You will then hand out a one page summary to the class at the end of your presentation. It could be a mind map, bullet points or a written summary. On that page there should be 5 scientific words related to the topic with their pronunciation.

-Both the oral presentation and the written summary will be assessed and graded ouf of 20 following a list of predetermined criteria.

-After the presentation, your friends will be given the opportunity to ask you questions ( one for each group of four) and then each group will have time to debate on one of the three topics you have suggested. At the end of the debate the group will have reached a conclusion, whether they agree or not. Each person in the group will have to write a 5 line summary of the debate to be handed back to the teacher next session. They will all be graded.

We will work in groups of four. You should seat with different persons each time. To do so, you will pick a number when you get in the classroom. Seat 1-4, 5-8, 9-12,11-16, 17-20, 21-24, 22-26…..
